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FOOD BANK PREPARES FOR HURRICANE IRENE

Ready to receive donations to assist in response, recovery

RALEIGH - With Hurricane Irene headed toward North Carolina, the Food Bank of Central &
Eastern North Carolina began taking inventory of disaster relief product earlier this week and
securing additional warehouse space and warehouse equipment. The current path of the storm
will likely affect the Food Bank’s branches and service areas in Greenville, New Bern and
Wilmington, possibly 15 of its 34 counties. Following the storm, the Food Bank will assess its
partner agencies in counties affected by the storm to determine how their distribution
capabilities fared. The organization will then send additional resources to the agencies affected
by the storm; have extended hours for these organizations to shop for additional items and

make special deliveries directly to agencies affected.

In times of a natural disaster, community donations also help to supplement the Food Bank’s
supply. Additional warehouse space has already been donated in the New Bern, Greenville and

Wilmington areas.
Most needed items are:

e High-protein canned meals (pop-top cans)

e Single serving meals that do not require refrigeration or cooking/meals ready to eat
e Single serving snacks

e Peanut butter

¢ Infant Formula

e Hygiene products (Hand sanitizer, toothbrushes, soap, etc.)

e Cleaning supplies (wipes preferred)

e Paper goods and products (paper towels, paper plates/cups/napkins, plastic utensils

In April 2011, the
organization distributed nearly 500,000 pounds of disaster relief product to partner agencies
affected by the tornadoes in the hardest hit counties in its 34-county service area.
